An important work containing a wealth of information on the Early
history of this Ulster Countty town. New Paltz was settled at an
early date by French Huguenots and Dutch Pioneers. This region
developed, and the New Paltz families multiplied,they provided many
of the settlers for the surrounding towns. Over half of this 594
page volume is devoted to genealogies of the pioneer families. A
number of attractive illustrations have also been reprinted from
the original volume that provide a look at many early homes.

The Author a member of several Huguenot Societies, editor of the
New Paltz Independent newspaper for over 35 years when he wrote
this history,provides a valuable key to the history of the area.His
knowledge of the Community and its people help to make this a
timeless and valuable source to the Local History of this area.

This book proves the exception to the old adage that "History is
written by winners". The author, a Major General in the rebel
forces of the Rebellion of 1837 and 1838, unlimbers a scathing
attack on the British policies and actions of the campaigns of
1812, 1813, 1814 and the uprising in 1837 and
1838.

The prose of the eighteen fifties combined with the obvious
emotional bias of the author makes for difficult reading. However,
it does give a seldom seen insight into the political factors and the
emotions that created the short lived rebellion. There is an every
name index that will assist users.
