ARTICLE L. NAME. the

ENEMLCCAI Section 1. The name of this organization shall be T3 FRENCH/CAN ADMHHME'I:JH
NEEREERtiE SOCIETY (WARsMIMESSEA hereinafler referred to as the Society. The Society will
operate as a branch of the Minnesota Genealogical Society, a Minnesota nonprofil corporation,
hereinaiter referred 10 as MGS.

ARTICLE IL. PURPOSLE.

Section 1. The purpose of the Society shall be to promote and extend interesl
In French, Canadian and Metis family history.

Section 2 The Society shall provide education, resources and progriams lor
the advancement of French, Canadian and Meus anily history.

Section 3. The Society shall acquire, collect and purchase research material
for the advancement of French, Canadian and Metis family history.

ARTICLE 1Il. MEMBERSHIP.
Section |. Any person. institution, firm or organization interested in the

objectives of the Society may become a member upon payment to the Treasurer of the dues
provided for in the by-laws

Section 2. Al the annual meeting, on the nomination of an officer or a board member ol
the Socicty, any member or past member of the Society may be voted an honorary life member of

the Society by a majority vote of the members present.

ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS AND BOARD MEMBERS.
Section 1. The ofTicers of the Society shall be a President, Vice-President,
Secretary and Treasurer, all of whom shall be members in good standing of the Society.
Section 2. The Board shall consist of the officers of the society, The immediate past
president and three members at large elected from the general membership.

ARTICLE V. ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND BOARD MEMBERS.

Section 1 The oflicers and board members of the Society shall be elected at the annual
meetmng The Vice-President shall automatically move up lo the office of President

Section 2. All oflicers of the Society shall take office at the close of the annual meeting
(ollowmg their electon Al the terms ol office shall be for one year or until the next annual
muching

Section 3. The immediate past president shall be the chair of the nominating commitiee.

Section 4 Any member of the Society may nominate any other member for any open
board position

ARTICLE V1. AMENDMENTS.

Section | The constitution and by-laws of the Society may be amended at any ime by
14 vole of the majonty of the members at a membership meeting, provided a notice of the proposed
amendment has been sent to each member at least 10 days before such meeting

ARTICLE L. OFFICERS.

Section |. The President's duties shall be to preside at all meetings of the Society and
Board and enforce the constitution and by-laws of the Society. The President may call meetings of
the officers and board at will, but shall call at least one meeting every three months

Section 2. In the absence of the President, the Vice-President shall serve as President

Section 3. In the event of the loss of the President and Vice-President. the remamder of
the Board shall elect an acting President for the remainder of
the President's term. In the event of the absence of the President and Vice-President al a meehing ol
the Board. the Board shall elect a temporary chairperson to preside at the meeting, but without the
prerogatives of the President.

Section 4. The Secretary shall maintain a permanent record of all meetings ol the
Society and the Board, and maintain a register of the members of the Society

Section 5. The Treasurer shall maintain a record of all financial transactions. shall mahe
a financial report thereof at the annual meeting and at the meetings of the Board. The Treasurer
shall maintain a duplicate copy of paid-up members of the Society. All monies payable by the
Society shall be paid by check and signed by any authorized person The Treasurer must prepare
and file quarterly financial statements with the Treasurer of MGS
ARTICLE II. COMMITTEES.

section 1. Committees of the Society shall be established and/or abolished at the will o
the RBonrd of the Socicty

Section 2 The chanrperson of each committee shall call meetimges ol thal comminee i
will, and shall maintain a general record of the work and action of the commitiee

Section 3. The President shall be an ex-officio member of cach committee |
ARTICLE III. ADMINISTRATIVE DETAILS.

Section |. The President shall call, at a minimum. an annual meeling of the Socieny

Section 2. A majority of the members present at a meeting of the Society shall
constitute a quorum authorized to transact any business duly presented af the meeling. A majoriy
ol the Board present at any Board meeting shall constitute a quorum authorized 1o transact anmy
business duly presented at the meeting. A majority of the committee members present al a
commitiee meeting shall constitute a quorum authorized to transact any business duly presented al
such meeting

Section 3. No officer of the Society will retain his or her post as officer of the Society
unless he or she is also an active member of the MGS

Section 4. Membership dues and conditions shall be established by the Board.

Section 5. Only paid up members of the Society may serve as officers and board
members of the Society.

Section 7. The fiscal year of the Society shall be the calendar year

Section 8. No officer or member of the Society shall incur any expense in it's name
unless properly authorized by the Board, nor shall the Treasurer make any payments except (o
expendilures so authorized

Section 9. "Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised.” shall under all but unusual
circumstances be the authority to govern all meetings of the Society, the Board. and the
committees.

Section 10. Copies of the Constitution and By-laws of the Society shall be furnished to
each new member of the Society.
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
